Dare to be different

Veteran playwright Poon Wai-sum

assumes role of teacher
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"I have written 60 stage plays in the past 29 years; | am quite
happy about it because that's more than Shakespeare wrote!” said
Poon Wai-sum, the Academy’s Resident Playwright and Discipline
Leader in Dramatic Writing. This light-hearted observation belies
the passion of one of Hong Kong's most prominent playwrights,
known for the very strong personal style of his work as well as his

prolific output.

Born and bred locally, Mr Poon received his master's degree in
Theatre from the University of California, Santa Barbara. Early
in 1985, Mr Poon won the Urban Council Award for Creative
Writing in Chinese with his play Shades under the Banyan which
was premiered by the Hong Kong Repertory Theatre the following
year. He has not stopped writing since then. Over the years, Mr
Poon has developed a theatre language that is entirely his own
in its musicality and Hong Kong flavour — a fusion of his native
Cantonese tongue and colloquial expressions picked up on the
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Academy's production: The Black and the Blue of a Man written by Poon Wai-sum REBFRR A SREE(FEMNERE)

streets. This unigueness defines Mr Poon’s determination to write
for the stage as a means of reflecting on Hong Kong society.
For him, his plays are good only when they are relevant to, and
therefore excite, the audience. A good example is the “Insect
Series”, in which Mr Poon populated his plays with cockroaches,
ants, crickets and spiders to symbolise the psyche of Hong Kong
people on the city's return to the mainland in 1997/.

Mr Poon’s long and illustrious career has been recognised at the
Hong Kong Drama Awards, where he has picked up the Best
Play Award five times, as well as being named Best Director.
In 2006, he received a Commendation for his contribution to
the art scene from the Home Affairs Bureau. Mr Poon’s work
has been commissioned by many major professional theatre
companies, including Theatre Resolu, theatre du pif, TNT Theatre
Company, Theatre Space, Actor’s Family, Wanchai Theatre,
Theatre Ensemble, The Hong Kong Repertory Theatre and The
Singapore Practice Theatre.

As Artistic Director of Prospects Theatre Company since it was
founded in 1993, Mr Poon is also keen to work with a younger
generation of playwrights, many of whom are Academy
drama graduates. To this end, Prospects Theatre Company has
collaborated with the Leisure and Cultural Services Department
on a Playwright Scheme since 2006. By 2011, the project had
an archive of over 100 original plays, some of which have been
performed at the 2012 Hong Kong Arts Festival, including
Recyling Times by Harriet Chung, The Truth About Lying by Wong
Wing-sze, and An Ordinary Man by Poon Chan-leung. In 2013,
two plays developed from the Master’s Thesis projects by Mr
Poon’s students were staged at the festival: Smear by Wong Wing-
sze and Blast by Wang Haoran.
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Joining the Academy as a teacher of playwriting

in January 2010, Mr Poon considers teaching as

complementary to his portfolio as a practitioner.

"The Academy focuses on the practical side. However,

performing is not just about acting — you need the

scholarship to perfect the techniques. My background and

experience seem to fit the bill,” said Mr Poon, with characteristic

modesty. He also runs a playwriting workshop for students who
need his advice on their creative work.

Mr Poon is currently working with undergraduates on a
performance of Dancing on the Dunes, a revision of his 1992
play on the rites of passage of a group of young people. The play,
adapted for a cast of 12 drama students, will be performed at
seven public performances in May.

Nowadays, Mr Poon’s favourite time of the day is the morning,
when he sits around in his neighborhood café, doing nothing.
“It is important not to think anything,” said the productive
playwright, adding that a simple life and a 30-minute jog every
day keep his creativity going.
