ANNEX - PORTFOLIO, AUDITION AND SELECTION REQUIREMENTS

SCHOOL OF CHINESE OPERA

Selection Requirements

Applicants should have talents and a strong interest in one of the two specialized streams of study provided in the
programme (ie, performance and music). Apart from the above requirement, applicants for admission to Music stream will
be expected to possess sufficient basic skills in playing Cantonese Opera percussion or one melodic instrument (eg, er-hu,
violin or ruan, etc). Applicants for admission to Music stream are expected to have solid knowledge of Cantonese Opera
music theory, including Gongche notation, Bangiang structure and Cantonese speech and rhyming.

Preliminary Selection

Selection is based upon applicants’ results in the HKDSE and other public examinations, previous relevant training or
experience in their chosen stream of study available in the programmes, a written statement of personal goals, and
their written portfolio, as applicable. Students may submit up to two reference letters with their application, as deemed
appropriate. Only those applicants who pass the preliminary selection will be invited to attend an audition or interview, as
appropriate.

Audition / Interview

Applicants who pass the first screening will be invited to attend an audition. Admission will be based primarily on personal
audition, previous experience in performing arts, portfolio reviews and /or practical tests. Applicants who are invited to
attend an audition will be required to perform the following:

For admission to Performance Stream

- Sight singing of musical scales

- Basic movements

- Cantonese Opera stage movements either as directed by the panel and / or of the applicant’s choice

- Cantonese Opera singing as directed by the panel and / or of the applicant’s choice with his/her recorded music

- Two pieces of monologue in Cantonese Opera or drama, one at the applicant’s choice, one as directed by the panel
- Interview based on the applicant’s expectations of and commitment to Cantonese Opera studies

In addition to the above preliminary requirements, applicants for admission to the Advanced Diploma programme will
be asked to demonstrate their ability and potential in Cantonese Opera performance which is judged by the panel as
comparable to the standard expected of a graduate of the Academy’s Diploma programme in a relevant stream.

For admission to Music Stream

- Demonstrate the ability to play Cantonese Opera percussion or one melodic instrument of applicant’s choice (eg, er-
hu, violin or ruan, etc)

- Play a Cantonese Opera percussion or one melodic instrument as directed by the panel

- Sight singing of musical scales and counting of the beat

- Demonstrate the knowledge of music theory

- Interview based on the applicant’s expectations of and commitment to Cantonese Opera studies

In addition to the above preliminary requirements, applicants for admission to the Bachelor Degree / Advanced Diploma
programme are also required to sit a written test on Cantonese Opera music theory at the Diploma level.

- Taught repertory work

- Attend at an interview to ascertain suitability and motivation for entering the preferred programme

Non-Local Applicants

In special circumstances, non-local applicants unable to attend an audition at the Academy may be invited to submit a
recently made DVD recording of 20 minutes’ duration with a certified statement that it is the applicant’s own performance.
The video should include a technique class and a solo (in the applicant’s choice of Major dance study).

SCHOOL OF DRAMA

Potential and Enthusiasm for the theatre is looked for in the applicants. In addition, applicants should be able to speak
fluent Cantonese and to read Chinese. Having satisfied the general admission requirements which includes a satisfactory
level of accomplishment in English language, applicants will be invited to attend a series of auditions and interviews, the
results of which will determine the applicants’ suitability for admission.

Owing to the large number of applicants, it is not possible for the Academy to provide written assessments or to enter
into any correspondence with unsuccessful applicants. Applicants shall note the School will not return submitted materials
such as portfolios or DVDs.

Preliminary Selection

Selection is based upon review of school records, HKDSE results, previous experience in the performing arts, letter of
reference, and a written statement of personal goals. Applicants who pass the first screening will be invited to attend one
or more auditions.

First Audition

- Group warm-up and expressive movement exercise

- One piece of spoken monologue chosen by the candidate

- An unaccompanied song of the candidate’s choice

- Critical writing on the spot (Directing major applicants only)

Second Audition

- One piece of spoken monologue chosen by the School

- A one-minute special talent performance chosen by the candidate (eg dance, acrobatics, song, etc.)
- Group movement-based improvisation

- Creative writing based upon a visual stimulus assigned on the spot (Directing major applicants only)

Final Interview

- Group Improvisation

- Final audition piece chosen by the School

- Discussion of the applicant’s expectations and commitment to Drama studies and career pathway

Non-Local Applicants

Non-local applicants who are unable to attend the preliminary audition at the Academy may submit a recently made DVD
with a statement that it is the applicant’s own performance. The contents of the DVD must follow the above preliminary
requirements except that all the pieces may be selected by the applicant.

Selected applicants will be invited to attend a second audition at the Academy. (The applicants must be responsible for

their own travel expenditure and application of travel permit, etc.) If the applicant cannot come to the second audition at
the Academy, his / her application will not be given further consideration.

SCHOOL OF FILM AND TELEVISION

Applicants could present samples of video/disc/television/film work in which they have been involved as producer,
production manager, director, scriptwriter, editor, camera or sound person dependent on areas of special interest.

Video/ disc should be labeled and a brief English description of the work should accompany the submission.

Video/ disc submission may include excerpts of several longer pieces of works but should not be more than 10 minutes in
length and be presented on one disc. If a production video disc involves a group effort, the applicant must clearly label the
disc with a written description of the portion or work which he/she completed and in what role(s).

Applicants may also submit (where relevant to a special area of interest) samples of their still photography, production
notebooks, audio discs, or scripts. Applicants with special interest in the area of Screenwriting should include examples of
other writing such as prose (eg short stories) or theatre pieces.

Please note:

In all cases please select the best and most appropriate work. No more than 3 items in total (including discs) to be
submitted. Remember quality is more important than quantity. Please submit 2 portfolios if applicants apply for two
Schools.

Please note that all work presented must have been done by the applicant. Late submission of portfolio after the deadline
for application will not be accepted.

While the utmost care will be taken with all work submitted for portfolio consideration, the Academy can accept no
responsibility for loss or damage to any item. Applicants may claim back their portfolio from 3 to 31 July 2017 from the
Facilities Services Centre at Bethanie (Tel 2584 8626). The materials will be disposed of without prior notice if they are not
claimed on or before the above dates.

All submitted work should be put in a string-tied Manilla envelope with applicant’s name and application number printed on top.

Oversize artwork should only be presented at interviews.
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SCHOOL OF MUSIC

The School of Music will consider each applicant’s musical training and performance standard as indicated in his/her
application form, and will invite selected candidates to attend a preliminary audition in their chosen Major Study.
Shortlisted candidates from the preliminary audition will be asked to attend a final audition as well as tests in music theory
and aural perception. Applicants for BMus (Hons) Degree programme will also be interviewed on their commitment to
studying performance or composition and their reasons for choosing the Academy.

The audition panel will look for technical control, musical understanding and expressiveness, general musicianship,
creativity and potential for further development. The number of places that can be offered for certain major studies is
limited, and may vary from year to year.

For BMus (Hons) Degree applicants, it may be necessary to re-direct the applicants to another study programme if their
performance standard falls below the entry requirements of the chosen programme of study.

Entrance Tests in Aural Perception and Music Theory

For applicants of the BMus (Hons) Degree, Advanced Diploma and Diploma in Music programmes, candidates shortlisted
for the final audition are required to attend entrance tests in aural perception and music theory. The test in aural
perception includes questions in intervallic, chordal, harmonic, melodic and rhythmic recognition and dictation, as well as
questions regarding the stylistic and formal characteristics of listening excerpts. The test in music theory includes questions
in harmonization and score analysis.

Sample papers of the tests have been uploaded to the website of the School of Music.

Please note: Portfolios and recordings will not be returned to applicants.

CHINESE MUSIC

Applicants should prepare a programme of contrasting works of their own choice. The audition panel reserves the right to
hear only movements or portions of the works prepared.

COMPOSITION AND ELECTRONIC MUSIC

Preliminary audition interview
Applicants will need to submit a portfolio of compositions for the audition interview. The portfolio should reach the School
of Music office before 12 October 2016.

Diploma in Music - 3 compositions
BMus(Hons) Degree/ Advanced Diploma in Music - 4 compositions

Applicants must provide music scores for all their compositions. Score notation must be legible, and with details of instrumentation
and performance. If possible, please include audio-recordings of the works in MD, CD or USB format.

Applicants will be asked to talk briefly about their portfolio, their musical experience and their interest in creative work.

Final audition interview

The interview will involve a more in-depth discussion of the creative processes and compositional craft as shown in
applicants’ portfolio. Applicants may also be asked to demonstrate their keyboard skills if they learn the piano or
another keyboard instrument. In addition to the interview, applicants will need to complete a 2-hour paper in harmony,
counterpoint and orchestration.
