Six Academy Students Named

"Young Music Makers 2012"

Six music students from the Hong Kong Academy for
Performing Arts (Academy) are named Young Music Makers
2012 by Radio Television Hong Kong (RTHK) - only six young
people receive the honour in 2012.

Five of the students are : Angus Lee (flute), Chan Hiu-fung
(sanxian), Alison Lau (soprano), Toby Chan (bassoon) and Kevin
Cheng (sheng); yangqin player Melody Chan is also learning
the piano at the Academy. The six young people are selected
among 60 entrants after three rigorous rounds of auditions
since March 2012, judged by the University of Hong Kong Head
of Music Department Dr Chan Hing-yan, composer Professor
David Gwilt, pianist Nancy Loo, Music Director of Hong Kong
Sinfonietta Dr Yip Wing-sie, and Head of RTHK Radio 4 Jimmy
Shiu.

The six winners will give a concert on 10 January 2013. In the
meantime, they will record an album and their music will be
broadcasted in various programmes of RTHK's Radio 4 and
Asia Television Home in November and December 2012.

The Young Music Makers programme started in the 1980s
with the aim to nurture young talents and to provide a
platform for them to share their passion for classical music
with other music lovers.

The Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts (Academy) junior
music student Wong Wai-yuen beat 22 young pianists to win
second prize at the International Piano Competition for Young
Musicians at Enschede at the Netherlands which took place
from 20 to 26 October 2012. The 14-year old schoolgirl, who is
the only player from Hong Kong, also received two special
prizes: the press prize and the audience prize, an indication of
her popularity.

Wong has been a student of the Academy’s junior music
programme at the age of 4, taught first by Ms Julie Kuok, and
from 2006, by Academy Artist-in-Residence Professor Eleanor
Wong. Wong's older sister Vanessa Wong Wai-yin, also an
outstanding pianist, is final year student of the Academy BFA
(Music) programme.

Wong has won many prizes and some recent ones include :
first prize in the professional group at the 75th Steinway &
Sons International Youth Piano Competition both in Hong
Kong and Macau Region and at the finals in Beijing (2011); first
prize at the 65th Llangollen International Musical Eisteddfod
in Wales in the UK (2011); and Gold Medal Award (Piano Solo)
at the 64th Hong Kong Schools Music Festival (2012).
