The School of Music is dedicated to providing comprehensive training for students who aspire to become professional musicians.
In addition to receiving specialized instruction in performance or composition, students also gain a broad educational experience
through the many opportunities that are available to work with fellow students in the other Schools of the Academy.

Students may choose to major in a Western instrument, a Chinese instrument, voice, or composition and electronic music.
Apart from its teaching faculty of highly skilled and experienced musicians, the School also has extensive connections with
international artists. Some 90 artists visit the School each year to hold masterclasses, give individual tuition, or conduct concerts.
Students have been successful in gaining top awards in Hong Kong and international music competitions.

A number of substantial scholarships are awarded to both local and non-local students who demonstrate with outstanding
talent, including scholarships from the Society of the Academy for Performing Arts, the ABRSM scholarship each year for the
most talented new Hong Kong student entering the BMus programme, scholarships donated by the Hong Kong Jockey Club,
and scholarships from other private organisations, professional bodies and individuals. The scholarships fund both new and
continuing students.

Students at the Academy have more performing opportunities
than is usual in most conservatories. The Academy hosts
over 200 concerts each year, with students taking part in a
wide range of solo, chamber music, orchestral, and choral
activities, as well the collaborations with the other Academy
Schools of Dance, Drama, Film and Television, and Theatre
and Entertainment Arts, and the annual production of a fully
staged opera.

The School has a close relationship with the Hong Kong
Philharmontic, the Hong Kong Sinfonietta, the Hong Kong
New Music Ensemble and the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra,
collaborating with them in joint public performances and
workshops. Soloists and ensembles from the School have
toured and performed in the UK, USA, China, Continent al
Europe, Australia, Japan and neighbouring South East Asian
Continental cities.

Graduates have taken up positions in the
Hong Kong Philharmonic, the Hong Kong Sinfonietta, the
Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra and the Music Office. Others
perform on a freelance basis, undertake accompaniment
work, or form their own ensembles. There is a strong demand
for instrumental teachers, wind band, choir and orchestra
conductors in schools and arts organisations. Other areas
of work include studio recording, arts administration and
broadcasting.

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BACHELOR OF MUSIC
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The four-year Degree programme is designed primarily for qualified
Senior Secondary 3 school leavers who choose to engage in
professional music training. It offers students intensive training in
musical performance or composition to a professional level. Students
will gain an in-depth knowledge of musical history and theory, as
well as a wider appreciation of other cultures and art forms. The
programme also aims to develop the students’ intellectual, creative
and interpretative capabilities, and an awareness of the role of the
musician in society.

Selected applicants may be invited to attend written tests,
interviews and a final audition at the Academy. If the applicant
cannot come to the tests and final audition at the Academy,
their application may not be given further consideration.
