The Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts was established
by the Hong Kong Government in 1984. It is the only tertiary
institution in the territory which provides professional education,
training and research facilities in the performing arts, theatre
and entertainment arts, and film and television. Its educational
policy reflects the cultural diversity of Hong Kong with emphasis
on both Chinese and Western traditions.

The Academy has the following Schools that offer academic
study programmes:

e School of Chinese Opera
e School of Dance

e School of Drama
e School of Film and Television

e School of Music

e School of Theatre and Entertainment Arts

The Academy has been operating undergraduate degree
programmes since 1993 and postgraduate programmes since
2006.

Since 2008, the Academy has attained the Programme Area
Accreditation (PAA) status awarded by the Hong Kong Council
for Accreditation of Academic and Vocational Qualifications
to self-monitor and accredit its own undergraduate degree
programmes in the five programme areas of Dance, Drama, Film
and Television, Music, and Theatre and Entertainment Arts. Since
2016, the PAA status has been extended to cover postgraduate
programmes and below.

In the QS World University Rankings announced in 2020, the
Academy is ranked 1st in Asia and 7th in the world in the
Performing Arts category.

The site of the main Academy campus in Wanchai was provided
by the Hong Kong Government, which meets the annual capital
and recurrent costs of the Academy. The Hong Kong Jockey Club
donated HK$300 million to cover the construction costs of the
buildings which opened in 1985.

Béthanie, the site of the Academy co-campus in Pokfulam, has
housed training facilities for the School of Film and Television
since December 2003.

INTRODUCTION 55

Chinese opera is designated by The Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts as a specialized study area in Chinese performing
arts. It is recognised as a unique and supreme example of total theatre and a valuable part of Chinese culture, requiring the most
profound refinement of skills in singing, acting, characterisation, movement, choreography and acrobatics. With strong support
from the Home Affairs Bureau of the Hong Kong Government, the Academy has launched tertiary education in Chinese opera to
preserve and develop this traditional art form.

Established in September 2013, the School of Chinese Opera offers the world's first accredited Bachelor of Fine Arts (Honours)
Degree in Chinese Opera, marking a milestone of the Academy’s endeavour in developing Chinese opera. In 2018, the Diploma,
the Advanced Diploma and the Bachelor of Fine Arts (Honours) Degree Programmes in Cantonese Opera were successfully
revalidated for Hong Kong Qualifications Framework (HKQF) Level 3, 4 and 5 respectively. Starting from September 2020, the
School has successfully been accredited by the HKCAAVQ for a new programme, Diploma in Cantonese Opera Foundations (HKQF
Level 4), to replace the existing Diploma programme.

Students are provided with comprehensive training in Cantonese opera performance and music to build a solid foundation and
attain professional standards. The programmes focus on practical studies as well as contextual studies on Chinese culture and
Chinese opera history, thereby widening students’ artistic horizons and enhancing their capabilities to understand, perform,
analyse, evaluate and engage in creative works. In a step-by-step pedagogical structure, students can acquire the professional
skills and artistic knowledge.

The School is distinctively positioned as a centre for nurturing Chinese opera talent, offering programmes of Bachelor of Fine
Arts (Honours) Degree in Chinese Opera for grooming all-round professionals, and Diploma in Cantonese Opera Foundations
and Advanced Diploma in Cantonese Opera for nurturing skilled talent. Starting from September 2020, the School will offers a
new programme of Diploma in Cantonese Opera Foundations, to replace the existing previous Diploma programme. (Subject to

Drama is at the very heart of human expression, its communication
and identity. The School of Drama believes that its unique position in
Asia offers an insight into this artform that will both inform and develop
significant creativity and distinctive artists to engage with and feed the
cultural community of Hong Kong, the Mainland and beyond. The School
of Drama strives to be an incubator, catalyst and repository of the values
and importance of the dramatic and performative arts and expresses
this in the nurturing of actors, directors, playwrights and teachers who
will function as practitioner-artists making a tangible difference to their
community and their chosen discipline.

Students acquire professional skills through formal training in classes, which are then honed, developed and explored in
performance and production. Student performances take place both in workshops and in public, using theatre spaces designed
to be adaptable to both classical and contemporary work. Students encounter theatre texts and practice from both Western and
Asian traditions. Its undergraduate productions are mainly in Cantonese although there are some opportunities to perform in
Putonghua.

At Bachelor's degree level, the School also aims to cultivate a deep appreciation of the performing arts with a broad range of

related studies in theatre and interdisciplinary contexts. It encourages students to be active in the pursuit of cultural knowledge,
to be well read and to engage in the wider arts community through attending local and international performances. The School
of Drama wants its graduating students to be both skilled practitioners and intelligent and articulate advocates for their artform.

The School is committed being an important force in the creative development of drama in Hong Kong and to meeting the needs
of local audiences, the theatre community and related cultural industries. At the same time the School is also international with
a truly global perspective on world theatre.

Drama students have many opportunities for performing on stage.

The School presents at least six public productions each year that include
small scale productions in the Academy’s Studio Theatre, medium scale
productions in the Drama Theatre and occasionally large scale productions
in the Lyric Theatre. There are also internal workshop projects and the
School has a small Drama Black Box theatre and a space named Drama Lab
for laboratory work. Fortunate students are also able to gain internships and
some are enabled to work with the many companies and stage opportunities
in Hong Kong.

All drama productions are supported by the School of Theatre and
Entertainment Arts which provides production design, scenography and
stage management. There are also often collaborations with the School of
Chinese Opera, the School of Film and Television, the School of Music and
the School of Dance. In this way, drama students have the benefit of working
together with fellow students across the Academy in the other performing
arts disciplines.

Launched in 2012, the four-year BFA (Honours) Degree in Drama programme is
structured to produce professional practitioners with a vision of the arts in society, and
a concern for their importance, relevance and development. To a rigorous regimen
of practical craft-skills work are added conceptual knowledge of the development
of theatre practice, both historical and contemporary, Western and Asian. This is
complemented with courses that offer a wider appreciation of the performing arts,
liberal arts, humanities and languages.

The BFA acting major provides professional and systematic training in acting through  Acte sans paroles (/&= &)

formal classes, which are then honed, developed and explored in both contemporary

and classical drama performances. The programme addresses the growing complexity of student needs in the current Hong
Kong and greater China market, thereby giving its graduates a better competitive advantage. In line with most drama schools
of international standing, the programme is progressively more industry-focused, providing a plethora of opportunities for the
practical application of their training in productions, in touring, industry showcase and other related acting work. Towards their
final year, students will acquire higher skills levels and greater interdisciplinary dexterity, in fields such as musical theatre,
physical theatre, devising theatre and applied theatre.

The craft of directing is taught by extensive experience in directing workshops, assistant to director and dramaturgical work, and
where possible, with internships in local professional companies. Contemporary and classic texts are explored and performance
contexts from the mainstream to devising and site specific are investigated. A high level of aesthetic sophistication will be
developed as well as excellence in communication and leadership skills. The course is intensive and as it is taught in Cantonese,
Putonghua and English, students are expected be biliterate and trilingual.

Admission to the Bachelor's degree is very competitive. Candidates with a clear balance of artistic and craft skills with
intellectual capacity and passionate enquiry in the performing arts will be preferred. Directing candidates are preferred to hold a
previous first Bachelor's degree in a subject other than drama.

In addition to receiving specialized instruction in performance or composition, students also gain a broad educational experience
through the many opportunities that are available to work with fellow students in the other Schools of the Academy.

Students may choose to major in a Western instrument, a Chinese instrument, voice, or composition and electronic music.
Apart from its teaching faculty of highly skilled and experienced musicians, the School also has extensive connections with
international artists. Some 90 artists visit the School each year to hold masterclasses, give individual tuition, or conduct concerts.
Students have been successful in gaining top awards in Hong Kong and international music competitions.

A number of substantial scholarships are awarded to both local and non-local students who demonstrate with outstanding
talent, including scholarships from the Society of the Academy for Performing Arts, the ABRSM scholarship each year for the
most talented new Hong Kong student entering the BMus programme, scholarships donated by the Hong Kong Jockey Club,
and scholarships from other private organisations, professional bodies and individuals. The scholarships fund both new and
continuing students.

The Academy will consider admission with advanced standing for applicants who have satisfactorily
completed relevant studies at an appropriate level at the Academy, or a recognised institution
elsewhere, or who are in possession of significant professional experience in a relevant arts
discipline which in the judgement of the Academy merits exemption from some of the courses
within the programmes. The Academy may admit such applicants with advanced standing and grant
them credits by exemption for some courses within the programmes, subject to the admission

requirements of the respective programmes being met, and to the regulations of the Academy on
admission with advanced standing.

Credits by exemption are normally granted for not more than half of the total number of credits
required for graduation from the programme concerned. To be considered for graduation, students
admitted with advanced standing are required to study at the Academy for a minimum period which
is equivalent to half of the normal period of study for the programme and to gain by study at the
Academy at least half of the total number of credits required for graduation. A student admitted with
advanced standing is required to study on a full-time basis unless special approval for otherwise is
granted by the Academy.

Full-time local students who have the right of abode in Hong Kong or have resided or have had their homes in Hong Kong
continuously for three complete years immediately prior to the commencement of their studies at the Academy are eligible
to apply for financial assistance under the Student Finance Office (SFO)'s Tertiary Student Finance Scheme - Publicly-funded
Programmes [TSFS) and/or Non-means-tested Loan Scheme for Full-time Tertiary Students (NLSFT).

The TSFS offers means-tested financial assistance to students in the form of a grant and/or a loan. The grant covers tuition
fees, academic expenses and compulsory union fees. The loan is for living expenses and is interest-bearing at 1.0% per annum
chargeable from the commencement of the repayment period.

The NLSFT complements the TSFS and offers financial assistance to students in the form of a loan to cover tuition fees without
a means test. The maximum amount of the loan is capped at the tuition fees payable. Interest is charged once the loan is drawn
down and throughout the repayment period until the NLSFT loan is fully repaid. Students may visit the website of the NLSFT for
the current level of the interest rate.

Both TSFS and NLSFT are open for new students to apply in August. Students are required to submit the application form via the
SFO E-link "My Applications”. The declaration form and supporting documents should be submitted by uploading to the SFO E-link
system, by mail to the SFO or visit the SFO offices in person. Students are advised to visit the SFO’s website and download the
Guidance Notes for details of application procedures.

In addition to acquiring physical material for the library
collection, the Library strives to collect and preserve relevant
local resources in its digital repository, namely HKAPA Digital
(formerly known as Digital Performing Arts Repository]. The
Library proactively collect digital objects and retrospectively
digitalize the Academy Archives and local performing arts
resources. The digital collections can be accessed through
the Internet.

AudioMiner, the digital audio collection, provides access
to over 282,270 sound effects and 45,300 production music
tracks from recognized audio publishers. Users can search,
retrieve and download sound effects and production music
tracks from within the Wanchai and Béthanie campuses for
educational use. A number of 5.1 surround sound effects
libraries were added into the new system to meet the
requirements of HD productions.

The Academy Libraries has established inter-library loans
with all local university libraries and document delivery
services with overseas libraries. Reference librarians assist
students in finding information, performing online literature
searches on their topics, and using different electronic
resources.

The Learning Commons is furnished with flexible table
settings for collaborative learning and library activities.

The three seminar rooms on the Upper Ground Floor are
built with acoustic partitions and equipped with advanced
educational technology equipment which are ideal for
workshops and group study.

The Learning Resources Room opens daily until 11:30pm,
providing a comfortable area for self-learning. It is also
equipped with a variety of audiovisual equipment and
computers for students to use resources in different formats.
