The Academy has recently announced the appointment
of Professor David Steele as Dean of School of Dance.

Educated in the United Kingdom and America, Professor
David Steele is an internationally known and well
respected professional in both dance education and arts
management. Immediately prior to joining the Academy
he was Vice Principal and Director of Studies at London
Contemporary Dance School.

Professor Steele started his career as a dancer and
choreographer, performing with a wide range of independent
dance artists and companies. At the same time he began his
work in dance education at The Laban Centre in London.
He was later invited to accept significant senior positions in
France and Denmark, including at the Ecole Supérieure of
the Centre National de Danse Contemporaine (CNDC) in
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Angers, France. Subsequently, he was invited to be Principal
Lecturer in Contemporary Dance at the Conservatoire
National Supérieure de Musique et Danse in Lyon, France.

Following his time in France, he served as Leader of
DanseProjeket under the Ministry of Culture in Copenhagen,
Denmark, a government initiative to investigate the future of
contemporary dance education in the country. Subsequently,
he was appointed as the Founding Director of the newly
established Danish National School for Contemporary Dance.

After six years in Denmark, he returned to London and
worked for the first time at London Contemporary Dance
School, intially appointed as Head of Advanced Performance
and Artistic Director of the Graduate Company and then
Head of Postgraduate Studies. Under his visionary leadership, a
postgraduate apprenticeship scheme was initiated, the first of
its kind in the United Kingdom, helping students to achieve full
time positions with both national and international companies.

In 2006, he returned to CNDC in Angers, as Director
of Studies, where he established a Bachelor’s Degree in
Contemporary Dance (the first in France) followed by a
Master's Degree programme, both in collaboration with
Université Paris VIII.

In recognition of his contributions to contemporary dance,
Professor Steele was awarded a Chevalier dans 'Ordre des
Arts et des Lettres by the French Government in 2008.

In 2010 he returned to London Contemporary Dance
School as Vice Principal and Director of Studies. During his
time in the post he guided the school through revalidation
and initiated major artistic projects with amongst many the
Sadler's Wells Theatre and Victoria and Albert Museum.

In 2015, Professor Steele was awarded a Doctorate, Honoris
