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The Academy’s junior programmes sow the seeds of creativity and artistic intelligence in the

young and cultivate their skills and appreciation of the performing arts.

After five days of teaching and directing rehearsals for full-
time ballet students as Senior Lecturer at the School of
Dance, Stella Lau changes hats on Saturday when she
greets teenage dance students as Leader of Gifted Young
Dancer Programme (GYDP). Teenagers aged 11-18 gather
in the Academy’s dance studio for three dance technique
and repertory classes, where they learn the fundamentals
of ballet, as well as contemporary, Chinese and theatre
dance, from Hong Kong’s most experienced dance
teachers. “Our team comprises seasoned artists,” Lau said,
“who hope to widen these young dancers’ exposure to
different dance genres.”

GYDP, launched in 2004, is one of the two Academy’s
junior programmes for teenagers interested in the
performing arts. The Academy has been devoting
considerable resources to nurturing young performing arts
talents, and it had the foresight to include the Junior Music
Programme among its regular programmes when it was
established in 1984, since then it has become a sought-
after junior programme in Hong Kong.
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“It is always better to learn when you are young, when the
mind is at the state of pursuing and acquiring,” said
Professor Ray Wang, Head of the Junior Music Department
and Senior Lecturer (Strings), stressing the importance of
developing artistic abilities through music training in the
early years. “In addition, youngsters have better body
coordination, memory and physical strength.”

Aside from benefiting from
individual instruction, Junior
Music students also get to 3
perform with their peers.
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The department runs the weekly Junior Music Programme
on Saturdays, providing primary and secondary school
students with instruction across a range of musical
instruments, as well as creativity in areas such as
composition and electronic music training.

Unlike most extra-curricular courses for pre-college
students, the Academy's junior programmes provide
professional training of the type full-time students receive.
“Although our students are not full-time students and some
may regard them as amateurs because of that, | do not
differentiate between amateur and professional training
when | teach them,” Professor Wang added.

“A unique aspect of our programme is that we focus on
providing one-to-one instruction on the instrument each
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student chooses to major in." Junior Music Programme
students are able to choose from almost all Western and
Chinese instruments. “We are also lucky to have the venues
in which they can perform and showcase their abilities at
concerts, both in-house and public.”

Lau likewise believes that professionalism is what
differentiates GYDP from other dance schools across the
city. “We place the emphasis on professional training, not
competitions or examinations, so that our young artists are
able to grasp what it takes to be a professional dancer.”

The programme not only enables aspiring dancers to learn
from established figures in the scene, it also takes them
beyond the campus to interact with the community. Since
2016, GYDP students have been joining the Academy’s full-
time students in the Learning and Participation programme
run by the West Kowloon Cultural District to teach the
audience to do some dance movements. Such exclusive
opportunities help them develop a sense of identity as an
artist.

Besides giving young talents an opportunity to explore the
performing arts, junior programmes are also a stepping
stone for teenagers who want to pursue an artistic study as
full-time students at the Academy. Lau explained that
GYDP is a crucial part of the Academy’s full-time student
recruitment process. “There are no specialised secondary
schools in Hong Kong. Our programme fills that gap by
providing professional arts education for young students,
giving them a taste of what full-time campus life is like.”
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Many junior programme graduates have become
successful artists and remain active in the performing arts
scene. “Indeed,” said Professor Wang, “many of our alumni
play important roles in university orchestras when they
proceed to tertiary studies. And how interesting it is that
some graduates are now my colleagues!”

The junior programmes go further than merely nurturing
performing artists; they aim to create the elites of tomorrow.
While the Academy aims to prepare young learners for
professional careers in the performing arts, the
programmes also equip them with the skills and habits vital
for success in life. “To succeed as a professional artist
requires discipline and commitment. With these attributes,
they can succeed in other careers and in life,” Lau said.
Professor Wang is confident that with the Academy’s
commitment to early music training, the programmes will
sow the seeds of discipline in aspiring young performers.
He further believes that early artistic training offers still
greater rewards. “Learning music gives you another
perspective through which to experience life. We hope our
students will help others through what they have learnt and
share their experience with those who do not have the
opportunity to learn music.”

Given the ever-increasing number of junior students turning
full-time, both Lau and Professor Wang are proud of the
success of these programmes but are aiming for something
bigger. According to Lau, it is part of GYDP’s plan to
establish scholarships for young talents from low income

families, while Professor Wang and his team are working
hard to facilitate "advanced placements”, saying, “It is in
our proposal to enable our junior students to embark on
professional training that recognises their studies in the
Academy’s Junior Music Programme.” £
